FARMVILLE SHOOTING RESULTS IN ARRESTS 

FARMVILLE, VA -   On Sunday, April 24 at 9:24 p.m. Farmville Police responded to a report 

of shots fired at Parkview Gardens Apartment Complex.  Farmville officers, assisted by 

officers from the Prince Edward County Sheriff’s Department and the Longwood University 

Police Department, quickly detained three persons involved in the shooting, and found two 

other people at Southside Community Hospital, where they were driven in a private vehicle, 

suffering from gunshot wounds.  One subject was treated for a non-life threatening gunshot 

wound, and the other was flown by helicopter to VCU Medical Center for a serious wound.   

 Police believe that the shooting was the result of a robbery near the entrance to the 

apartment complex and shots were exchanged by two groups of individuals. 

Arrested were the following: 

 Shantez D. Jennings, of Roanoke – Robbery, use of a firearm in the commission of a 

robbery, possession of a firearm by a convicted felon. 

 Kallop X. Cox, of Richmond – Shooting at an occupied vehicle, possession of a 

firearm by a convicted felon. 

 Deontay L. Webster, of Richmond – Shooting at an occupied vehicle. 

 Lonnie Williams, of Crewe – Possession of a firearm by a convicted felon, accessory 

after the fact, obstruction of justice
