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The Farmville Police Department has received
reports of a scam with citizens being called
from someone stating they are the "Prince
Edward Police Department", and stating they
have a warrant and fines that needs to be paid.

First, there is NO Prince Edward Police
Department, there is the Prince Edward Co.
Sheriff's Office and the Farmville Police
Department.

Second, the Farmville Police Department will
NEVER tell you to pay your fines by phone to
their department. Fines are paid to the court or
the Town of Farmville Finance Department,
not directly to the police department, and you
would need to contact them for ways to pay.

Third, the Farmville Police Department will
NEVER settle or serve a warrant by phone, as
a warrant has to be served in person.

If you receive these calls, simply ignore them.
Do not answer numbers you do not recognize.
If you have any concerns, please call the
Farmville Police Department at 434-392-3332
and they will get you to the right person to
confirm if there is anything for you.

Do NOT give someone you do not know ANY
information about yourself over the phone; and
ALWAYS call the office they are claiming to
be, instead of speaking with them.

By following these tips, we can help stop
scams like this together before they even start!
