So what exactly is a ñZuercherò and how does it help in an  
emergency?   

Zuercher is the company that 
developed the Townôs new dis-
patch software.  Based in 
Sioux Falls, South Dakota, the 
company has a relatively new 
presence in Virginia, with 
Farmville being the first 911 
call center in Virginia to go live 
on December 19, 2018.   

According to Chief Dispatcher, 
Jackie Gilbert, the new system 
is very user friendly.  We now 
have the capability to access  
records from the Prince Edward Sheriffôs Department and Hampden-
Sydney College Police.  Data is updated instantly in real time.  Infor-
mation can also be attached to the call location screen, such as 
known occupants, arrest warrants, building floor plans and phone 
numbers.   

Dispatchers Sam Bowles and Tim Seamster were instrumental in 
getting the software up and running.  Both stated they are extremely 
pleased with the performance, and the capabilities are leaps and 
bounds beyond our old dispatching system. 

Keeping you safe in an emergency situation is the Townôs first priori-
ty.  Town Council works to provide our citizens with the services and 
equipment needed to respond quickly when seconds count.  With 
this new software, you can be assured that help is on the wayé...
